The results in the Western Cape were among the most expected.
The ANC was determined at least not to lose the council seats
already under its control, while the DA set out to control all the
municipalities in the province. In the end the DA was the most
successful party in the province.

The DA gained an absolute majority in 15 municipalities
including Cape Town. Of the 13 municipalities under
coalitions, the DA has the largest number of seats in seven,
even though it does not have an outright majority.
